Top achievers in categories A: Unglazed, B: Glazed, and C: Painted will each be awarded gold, silver, and bronze
prizes. Special prizes will be granted separately from the prizes awarded in each category.

Gold prize winners will receive the 51th Gafu-ten Shohin Bonsai Exhibition Commemorative Book and a certifi-
cate, and silver and bronze prize winners will each receive a certificate.

All exhibited works will be published in the 51th Gafu-ten Shohin Bonsai Exhibition Commemorative Book.

The pots of top professionals who do not wish to receive prizes will be classified into category D and handled as
special exhibits.
